Hampshire Book Award

As the final exciting event for the Hampshire
Book Award 2011, nine Year 9 students went to
The Winchester Guildhall for the presentation
to the winning author. The venue was packed
with over six hundred excited students from
over fifty Hampshire schools.

Alex Scarrow is the famous author of the
TimeRider books, a series which will have an
amazing nine titles when it is complete. The
first in the series won the Hampshire Book
Award for Alex and he was clearly delighted to
receive the trophy.

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Art Exhibitions
